Waste Management Audit Report 

The Bhoomithrasena Club of MES Kalladi College, Mannarkkad, in association with the 

Department of Botany, conducted a waste management audit at two locationsð

Kumaramputhur Panchayath on January 3, 2025, and Mannarkkad Municipality on January 6, 

2025ðas part of an initiative by the Directorate of Environment and Climate Change 

(DoECC), Government of Kerala, and the Suchitwa Mission. Led by Faculty-in-Charge Ms. 

Nazeema M. K. and Joint Coordinator Ms. Shabna M. K., the audit team comprised student 

coordinators Shreya P. S. and Ananya T. along with nine final-year B.Sc. Botany students. The 

audit evaluated the infrastructure, equipment, safety measures, and operational practices of the 

Material Collection Facility (MCF) at Chakkarakulamb and the Material Recovery Facility 

(MRF) at Perincholam, aiming to assess efficiency, identify challenges, and provide 

experiential learning to students. At Chakkarakulamb MCF, operating in a deteriorated 2000 

sq. ft. temporary structure, the absence of electricity, functional equipment (like bailing and 

plastic shredding machines), and adequate worker amenities, along with safety concerns such 

as inaccessible fire extinguishers and poor sanitation, significantly hindered effective waste 

management. Conversely, while the Perincholam MRF in Mannarkkad Municipality had a 

3000 sq. ft. space with an operational bailing machine and up-to-date documentation, its 
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location near commercial establishments, lack of a conveyor belt, insufficient toilets for 30ï40 

workers, and non-utilization of the plastic shredding machine due to agency rejection, 

undermined its functionality. In both facilities, Harithakarmasena members were aware of 

safety protocols and the Haritha Mithram application, though inconsistent internet connectivity 

limited effective digital tracking. Key recommendations included infrastructure upgrades, 

machinery installation, improved worker facilities, regular training, and better waste collection 

coordination. The audits not only identified critical improvements needed for efficient waste 

management but also provided students with hands-on learning about real-world challenges, 

fostering environmental awareness, critical thinking, and a deeper interest in sustainable waste 

management practices. The programme was coordinated under the leadership of the 

Department of Botany and the Bhoomithrasena Club, and the report is jointly submitted by Ms. 

Nazeema M. K. and Ms. Shabna M. K., with due acknowledgement to all participants and 

authorities involved.
